unauthorised leave of absence could result in legal action and a Penalty Notice being issued. You
will find our Locality agreed Attendance Policy on the school website. Unauthorised absences for
holidays in term time will be reported to the Local Authority and you may be issued a Fixed Penalty
Notice by the Local Authority

Why Regular Attendance is so important:

It is widely known that the link between a student’s attendance and attainment is irrefutable. Early
poor attendance habits follow through into secondary school and employment. Any pupil’s absence
disrupts teaching routines so may affect the learning of others in the same class. Ensuring your
child’s regular good attendance at school is your legal responsibility and permitting absence from
school without a good reason creates an offence in law and may result in prosecution.

Promoting Regular Attendance: Helping to create a pattern of regular attendance is everybody’s
responsibility - parents, pupils and all members of school staff.
